The following chart represents the larger corrections and modifications that the editors have made to the Flute parts since the publication of the 1989 Kalmus reprint.  All entries refer to both score and parts unless otherwise indicated.  These editorial decisions have been made after referring to Steven Carl Bird's doctoral dissertation, "A Preliminary Comparison of the Autograph Score of Maurice Ravel's Daphnis et Chloé with the 1913 Edition of the Full Score by Durand et Fils" (University of Texas at Austin, August 1989).  Mr. Bird frequently consulted with Mr. Nieweg during the preparation of his dissertation, while he had access to Ravel’s original manuscript of the Ballet. Changes using the manuscript are indicated in the chart as Ms. For a listing of corrections for all instruments consult Mr. Bird’s meticulous 256 page dissertation.
These changes are included in the 3rd edition score and parts edited by Clinton F. Nieweg and Carol A. Westfall. Published by E.F. Kalmus LC - Catalog  Number A6754 ©2012.
Many books have the wrong instrumentation formula for the Flute section. 4 players are needed:

 1 First Flute, 1 Second Flute doubling Second Piccolo, 1 First Piccolo and 1 Alto Flute in G.
